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THE IMPORTANCE OF PEPPER PLANT TECHNOLOGY

Annotation: The article provides information on the origin and distribution

of pepper, morpho-biological properties and technology of cultivation.
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Today, hot pepper, one of the most popular vegetables and spices, is grown

on 4.6 million hectares worldwide, producing 69.3 million tons of products. The

average yield is 100-110 tons per hectare in greenhouses, and 14.1-18.3 tons per
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hectare in the open field. Nowadays, the interest and need for the pepper crop
Is growing day by day, and this crop is grown in all countries of the world.
The global average yield of hot peppers increased from 7.3 tons in 2006 to
18.4 tons in 2019 in open fields and from 80 tons to 110 tons in greenhouses
(www.fao.org 2019).

The countries that have grown the most hot peppers in greenhouses and
open fields in the world in recent years are: 273 thousand tons in Vietnam;
96.7 thousand tons in Brazil; 88.9 thousand tons in Indonesia; 68.8 thousand
tons in India; 53.1 thousand tons in Bulgaria; 46.4 thousand tons in Sri Lanka;
China produces 37.1 thousand tons of hot pepper products. Illy In addition,
hot pepper is one of the main crops of vegetables in these countries, the
products of which are widely used in food, industry and pharmaceuticals.
Varieties of this vegetable crop are divided into two groups depending on the
amount of bitter substance (capsaicin - SI8N2803): bitter and sweet (sweet)
peppers. mainly used as a medicine in vinegar, salting and canning
vegetables. Sweet pepper fruit is fleshy, fleshy, contains very little capsaicin
(up to 0.015%). It is used fresh in food, as well as in the preparation of various
canned foods. Peppers are the number one vegetable in terms of vitamin C
(ascorbic acid) storage. The biochemical composition of the fruit of sweet
peppers is 14.5% dry matter, 1.5% protein, 5.4% sugar, 0.95% fat, 1.8% fiber,
0.69% ash. Sweet peppers grown in Uzbekistan contain 54-118 mg% of
technically ripe fruit, and red, ie physiologically ripe fruit contains 368-535
mg% of vitamin C (N.N. Balashev, 1978).

Homeland pepper is South America. From here it spread to Europe,
Africa and South Asia. Sweet pepper is grown mainly in Ukraine and
southern Russia, Central Asia, as well as in Central European countries and
partly in America. Hot peppers are grown in all of South and East Asia,

Africa, South America, Central and Southern Europe.
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There are currently 1.7 million peppers in the world. planted on an area of 25
million hectares. tons of gross product is obtained. More than 70% of the crop is
grown in China, Mexico, Turkey, the United States and Spain.

Botanical definition. Pepper belongs to the family of tomato (Solanaceae)
and is cultivated in the species Sapsicum annuum L. Stems erect, erect, 25-30 sm to
80 sm tall, branched. The leaves are banded, smooth or hairy on top, elongated.
Bitter pepper leaves are small and slender, while in sweet peppers, on the contrary,
large and wide leaves.

The flowers are bisexual, small white, yellow or light purple, with 9 petals.
80-90 days after planting, it blooms in June-July and lasts until the autumn frosts.
Peppers are an optional self-pollinating plant. This is because up to 15% in sweet
peppers and up to 25% in hot peppers can be formed due to external pollination.
Insect pollinators (ants, thrips and partly bees) serve as pollinators. Especially hot
and sweet peppers should be planted away from each other. Fruit 2, 4, 6-chambered,
multi-seeded berry. The fruit of hot pepper is not large, the shape is elongated
(branched, horn-shaped, oblong), the skin is thin fleshy. The fruits of sweet peppers
are relatively large, fleshy, cylindrical, square or round in shape. Ripe fruits are red,
yellow or orange. Seeds light yellow, flat-round, 1000 seeds 4-8 g. Fertility of first
class seeds is 80%. The surface of the root system, the main part is located at a depth
of 20-30 sm.

Biological properties. Pepper in tropical conditions is a perennial, annual
plant in temperate and subtropical conditions. Peppers (bitter, sweet) - heat-loving,
the growing period (from green to ripe fruits) - 120-160 days. The optimum
temperature is 18-250, at a temperature of 11-130 the plants stop growing, and -
0.5-10 die from frost. Temperatures above 300 have a negative effect on plant
growth and development. Hot peppers are relatively heat resistant. The seeds
germinate very slowly, in 8-12 days. Pepper is a light-loving, short-day plant.
Requiring soil moisture. It therefore requires 70-80% moisture from the soil. When

there is a lack of moisture, flowers and fruits fall off, and the quality of the fruit
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decreases. Now cultivated pepper varieties are derived from wild tropical peppers,
characterized by small (1-2 sm), bitter, fleshy fruits. During the cultivation process,
the peppers became larger and the bitter substance (capsaicin) decreased. As it
spread to the north, moderate temperatures and relative humidity increased, and new
varieties of sweet peppers emerged. From these came the large, fleshy, bisexual
modern sweet peppers. As a result of the cultivation of peppers in the southern
regions, the fruits have become larger, but they remain as long as the flesh is thin
and the content of capsaicin is high.

From the southern form of peppers came the present bitter peppers. In
addition to morphological features, varieties of peppers differ in fast ripening, yield,
taste, sugar and vitamin content. Seedling care is different from other seedling
crops. Seedlings are ready for planting in late April, when after 40-60 days will
produce 4-5 leaves. Requiring soil fertility. Therefore, nutrient-rich, light sand with
a mechanical composition, all unsalted soils are suitable. In terms of the role of crop
rotation, root crops, onions, melons, cabbage are the best predecessors.

Fertilization. In gray soils nitrogen 120-200 per hectare, phosphorus - 140-
150, potassium 90-100 kg; In meadow and meadow-swamp soils nitrogen is added
at the rate of 140-150, phosphorus 140-150, potassium 100 kg. 20-30 tons of manure
per hectare, 50% of the annual norm of phosphorus, 50% of the annual norm of
potassium is given to the plowman, 25% of phosphorus and 15-20% of nitrogen per
hectare. The remaining nitrogen and potassium norms are mixed, half of which is
filled when the seedlings catch, and the other half is filled during the fruiting period.
Seedlings are planted in pre-removed, irrigated furrows.

Towards the end of the 1920s, madrassas, schools and sanctuaries, which had
played an important role in the spiritual and cultural life of the Uzbek people for
many centuries, came under pressure from the Soviet government, often forcibly
closed. The activities of madrassas and old schools during the Soviet era have not
yet been fully explored. Documents on the reform of the national education system,
their transformation into a new method of schools and madrasas have not yet been
put into scientific circulation. Historical works on the history of culture in the Soviet
era contain information about the existence of madrasas and schools in the XIX-XX
centuries. But Soviet-era historians could not write about the ancient, pre-colonial
period. The reason is that in the Soviet era, the truthful coverage of the facts in the
field of education and culture of our people did not correspond to the policy of the
party and the government, and the colonialists did not want it. The study and
research of the history of the national education system is an important issue in the
efforts to create the history of our country. It is important to objectively cover and
evaluate the history of falsified national educational activities during the years of
Soviet rule on the basis of historical documents.

During the colonial period of Tsarist Russia and the subsequent Soviet
empire, a “cultural revolution” and atheistic policies were pursued in various ways
to destroy the national culture, religion, madrassas and Islamic schools of the
indigenous peoples. There were schools and madrasas of the local people with a
developed national culture, as well as a unique education system.

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Abstract: the task of the study is to analyze the phenomenology of self-
realization, to identify the main determinants of holistic self-realization, to identify
positive and negative correlations of psychological characteristics, aspirations of
the individual, and his self-realization. The study involved 90 women, aged 35-45,
selected randomly, who underwent an interview developed by the author of the
study, consisting of 8 blocks of questions that reveal people's understanding of their
own self-realization. A direct correlation was found for diversified development in
various areas of self-realization and a complete sense of satisfaction with one's own
self-realization.
