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Each science in the same object of study identifies its own subject of
research - one or another form of existence of the objective world, one or
another side of the process of development of nature and society. Education as a
complex, objectively existing phenomenon is studied by many sciences.
Historical materialism, for example, considers education as a particular moment
in the development of society, its productive forces and production relations;
history - as a particular moment in the history of class struggle and class politics;
psychology - in connection with the study of the formation of the personality of
a developing person. The independence of any science is determined, first of all,
by the presence of a special, own subject of research, the presence of such a
subject that is not specifically studied by any other scientific discipline.

The isolation and formation of pedagogy as a science were brought to life
by the growing needs of society in the creation of special educational and
upbringing institutions, in the theoretical understanding and generalization of the
spontaneously developing experience of teaching and upbringing the younger

generations, specially preparing them for life. Education and upbringing, thus,
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turned into an objective need of society and became the most important
prerequisite for its development.

That is why, at a certain stage of the development of human society and,
in particular, in the later period of the slave system, when production and
science achieved significant development, education was singled out as a special
social function, i.e. special educational institutions arose, people appeared
whose profession became the teaching and upbringing of children. This was the
case in many ancient countries, but more or less reliable information about
schools for boys has come down to us from Egypt, the Middle East and ancient
Greece. It must be said that already in the ancient world many public figures and
thinkers were well aware of and pointed out the enormous role of education,
both in the development of society and in the life of each person. For example,
according to the laws of Solon (between 640 and 635 - c. 559 BC), it was
assumed that the father must take care of the special training of his sons in one
or another area of work. As education expanded and became more complex, a
special branch of theoretical knowledge related to educational activity began to
be developed more intensively. This branch of knowledge, as well as knowledge
in other areas of life and production, was initially developed in the depths of
philosophy. The works of ancient Greek philosophers — Heraclitus (530-470
BC), Democritus (460-early 4th century BC), Socrates (469-399 BC), Plato
(427-347 BC), Aristotle (384-322 BC) and others — contained many profound
thoughts on education. The term “pedagogy” also originates from ancient
Greece and has become established as the name of the science of education.
How did this happen? In Ancient Greece, teachers were slaves whom aristocrats
entrusted with looking after their children, accompanying them to and from
school, carrying school supplies, and also taking them for walks. It should be
said that many other pedagogical concepts and terms also originate from
Ancient Greece, for example, school, which means "leisure", gymnasium - a

public school of physical education, and later simply a secondary school, etc.
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Issues of education also occupied a significant place in the works of
ancient Roman philosophers and orators. Interesting pedagogical ideas, for
example, were expressed by Lucretius Carus (c. 99-55 BC), Quintilian (42-118
BC), etc.

In the Middle Ages, problems of education were developed by
philosophers-theologians, whose pedagogical ideas had a religious coloring and
were permeated with church dogma. Pedagogical thought was further developed
in the works of the thinkers of the Renaissance (14th-16th centuries). The most
prominent figures of this era were the Italian humanist Vittorio da Feltre (1378-
1446), the Spanish philosopher and educator Juan Vives (1442-1540), the Dutch
thinker Erasmus of Rotterdam (1465-1536), and others.

They criticized the mechanical cramming that flourished in education,
advocated a humane attitude towards children, and the liberation of the
individual from the shackles of oppression.

Despite the intensive development of educational theory, pedagogy
continued to be part of philosophy. As a special science, pedagogy was first
isolated from the system of philosophical knowledge at the beginning of the
17th century. Most researchers associate the formation of pedagogy as an
independent scientific discipline with the name of the great Czech educator Jan
Amos Komensky (1592-1670). The principles, methods, and forms of
organizing educational work with children and moral education that he
formulated became integral elements of subsequent scientific and pedagogical
systems.

Of invaluable importance for the development of scientific pedagogy were
the works of such prominent figures as J. J. Rousseau (1712-1778), D. Diderot
(1713-1784), K. A. Helvetius (1715-1771) in France, John Locke (1632-1704)
in England, Johann Heinrich Pestalozzi (1746-1827) in Switzerland, Friedrich
Adolf Wilhelm Diesterweg (1790-1866) and Johann Friedrich Herbart (1776-

1841) in Germany. The founders of revolutionary demographic views in Russian
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pedagogy were V. G. Belinsky (1811-1848), A. I. Herzen (1812-1870), N. G.
Chernyshevsky (1828-1889) and V. A. Dobrolyubov (1836-1861). The
development of domestic scientific pedagogy was greatly influenced by the
works of L. N. Tolstoy (1828-1910) and N. I. Pirogov (1810-1881). A
comprehensive, systematized disclosure of domestic pedagogical ideas was
given in the works of K. D. Ushinsky (1824-1870). A great contribution to the
development of Soviet pedagogy was made by N.K. Krupskaya (1869-1939),
A.V. Lunacharsky (1875-1933), M.l. Kalinin (1875-1946), A.S. Makarenko
(1888-1939), V. A. Sukhomlinsky (1918-1970).

The fact that pedagogy has produced such a large number of great
educators is not accidental. Society with its intensive development of
production, science and culture required an increase in the literacy of the main
producers.

Without this, it could not develop. Therefore, the number of educational
institutions is growing, the network of public schools providing the necessary
training for children is expanding, special educational institutions for teacher
training are opening and pedagogy is beginning to be taught as a special
scientific discipline. All this gave a great impetus to the development of
pedagogical theory. Having emerged as a science about the education of
children and youth, pedagogy, as the boundaries of education and the sphere of
action of subjective factors in the life of society expand, increasingly becomes a
science about the general laws of educational influence on people of all ages.
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The place of pedagogy in the system of human sciences is determined by
the fact that it studies the patterns of development, formation, upbringing,
education and training of the individual.

Human development is the process of formation of his personality under
the influence of external and internal, controlled and uncontrolled social and
natural factors.

According to the dialectical-materialistic concept, the development of an
individual (ontogenesis) is a process of quantitative and qualitative changes that
occur naturally in the anatomical and physiological structure of the human body.
Soviet pedagogy does not exclude the influence of heredity on human
development. It is known that heredity reflects the features inherent in the
human genetic program that are passed on from parents to children. This
includes the color of the skin, eyes, hair, and body build, and features of the
nervous system, as well as speech, thinking, etc.

The heredity of children is significantly affected by the state of mental

Such parts of
pedagogy as school studies, family education pedagogy, pedagogy of children's
and youth organizations, pedagogy of cultural and educational work are being
formed.

The process of multifaceted interpenetration of sciences, the development
of a comprehensive study of pedagogical phenomena objectively require an
organic connection of pedagogy with other sciences. Pedagogy is developing,
strengthening and improving its connections with philosophy, sociology, ethics,
aesthetics, psychology, human anatomy and physiology, hygiene, ethnography,
mathematics, cybernetics, etc.

Pedagogy is in close relationships with general, age and pedagogical
psychology. Psychology reveals the patterns of mental development of people at
different age periods, the mechanism of changes in the psyche under the
influence of training and education. Its ideas are widely used in the development
of the organization of students' cognitive activity in the learning process. The

connection between pedagogy and social psychology, which studies
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relationships, feelings, moods, opinions, assessments, character traits and
features of the mental makeup of people in different social conditions, has been
developed.

General and age-specific physiology, which constitutes the natural
scientific basis for training and education, equips pedagogy with exceptionally
valuable knowledge about the nature of human physical development.

Knowledge of pedagogical science helps
in each specific case to choose the best pedagogical solutions.

The long-standing dispute about what pedagogy is - science or art - is
broken by practice. The test of practice confirms many times: without a deep
knowledge of the science of education, the art of education does not develop.

The assimilation of
pedagogy must be approached as a scientific and cognitive activity, on the basis
of which the art of teaching can and should develop as an integral element of
pedagogical activity.

Third, the complement between China and Russia in the field of investment
will effectively promote the increase of two-way investment between China and
Russia. In the next 10 years, China's investment in Russia will exceed 200
billion US dollars, and Russian exports to China, combined with China's
technological and financial advantages, are expected to promote the
optimization and upgrading of Russia's industrial structure, thus promoting
sustainable economic development.[5] In summary, in the context of increasing
global economic uncertainty, the rise of the "Polar Silk Road" has brought
unprecedented opportunities for the bilateral economy of China and Russia,
covering many fields such as trade, investment and digital transformation.

MAJOR CHALLENGES FACING THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE
"POLAR SILK ROAD"

China and Russia face many challenges in the process of strategic
development and construction of the "Polar Silk Road". First of all, there are
difficulties in coordination between China and Russia in logistics and
infrastructure construction. Although many logistics routes along the China-
Russia border have been gradually improved, the limited efficiency of cargo

transportation under the influence of extreme climate and complex geographical
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conditions requires both China and Russia to improve cargo transportation
capacity and increase emergency response plans.

Second, the inconsistent standards of policies and regulations regarding
economic and trade exchanges between China and Russia are also a major
challenge. China and Russia need to establish effective policy communication
and coordination mechanisms to achieve trade facilitation and promote the
smooth progress of bilateral investment and cooperation.

Finally, differences in Chinese and Russian concepts of environmental
protection and sustainable development may also pose challenges to
cooperation. China and Russia must strictly follow environmental protection
standards and introduce the concept of sustainable development when promoting
the development of Marine resources.[6]

INSPIRATION FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE "POLAR
SILK ROAD" POLICY

In order to deal with the possible problems in the economic and trade
cooperation between China and Russia under the Belt and Road Initiative, China
and Russia should strengthen bilateral relations and build a stable China-Russian
strategic partnership. The two countries can promote high-level interaction and
communication through regular consultations and the establishment of the
China-Russia Joint economic and trade committee, and form a cooperation
mechanism of China-Russia trade cooperation.[7] China and Russia can adopt
policies and regulations conducive to bilateral development to enhance
Institutional transparency and predictability and strengthen the determination of
bilateral economic cooperation.

In the face of global market and international economic fluctuations, China
and Russia should strengthen information sharing and market analysis, and use
big data and smart logistics technology to improve market forecasting
capabilities. In terms of environmental protection, China and Russia should

jointly carry out ecological and environmental protection projects and carry out
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scientific research cooperation and technical exchanges to promote the
realization of sustainable development goals.[8] China and Russia can establish
a dialogue mechanism on environmental protection to promote green logistics
and ensure the coordination between economic development and ecological
balance of the two countries, so as to enhance the level and depth of cooperation
on the "Polar Silk Road".

Conclusion

According to the Russian "Communist Youth League Pravda™ website
reported on May 9, data released by China's General Administration of Customs
showed that the trade volume between China and Russia from January to April
2024 was 76.581 billion US dollars, an increase of 4.7%. Among them, China's
imports from Russia reached US $43.847 billion, up by 10.2% year-on-year, and
China's exports to Russia totaled US $32.734 billion, down by 1.9% year-on-
year. As a result, Russia has a trade surplus of about $11.1 billion. Overall,
bilateral trade volume between China and Russia will reach $240.1 billion in
2023 and more than $190 billion in 2022. Russian Deputy Prime Minister
Andrei Belousov said last year that China-Russia trade is expected to reach 370
billion U.S. dollars by 2030. At the same time, the proportion of China-Russia
trade settled in local currencies has increased to 92 percent, which is a major
achievement in the implementation of the Belt and Road economic and trade
cooperation strategy between China and Russia.

During the period from 2017 to 2021, the market size and growth rate of the "
Polar Silk Road" have shown certain fluctuations, because of the impact of the
global novel coronavirus epidemic, the "Ice Silk Road" market has been
Impacted to a certain extent. Despite this, the market size and growth rate of the
"Ice Silk Road" have been maintained at a high level.

The specific data is as follows:
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"China is Russia's non-competitive economic partner,” said Professor Georgi
Ostapkovich, an expert at the Institute of Statistical Research and Knowledge
Economy at the Higher School of Economics. "The share of foreign trade
between China and Russia has reached 35 percent, compared with 15 percent
just two or three years ago, and the share continues to rise.[9]" The economic
connectivity between China and Russia under the framework of the "Polar Silk
Road" has laid the foundation for development in 2023 and beyond. Relying on
the development of Arctic shipping routes, we will implement a multi-mode
transport system, including the combination of cold chain logistics and sea
transport, to improve trade efficiency. The volume of trade through the Arctic
shipping route is expected to reach 20 million tons in 2023, an increase of 15%
from 2022. This mode not only optimizes the transportation time, but also
effectively reduces the logistics cost by 60%, and improves the competitiveness
of China-Russian trade.

In terms of sustainable development, the cooperation between China and
Russia focuses on green economy, especially in new energy, China and Russia
have jointly invested about 5 billion US dollars in clean energy projects, and it is
expected that by 2026, the "Polar Silk Road" will achieve an annual emission
reduction of about 3 million tons of carbon dioxide. At the same time, China and

Russia through the "Polar Silk Road" to promote the ecological and
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environmental protection of the ice area, the sustainable use of resources and the
establishment of a special fund to ensure development and ecology.

Since 2023, China and Russia have successively established bilateral
investment funds worth about 20 billion yuan for infrastructure construction.
The cooperation between China and Russia in the financial field has also
become increasingly close. China and Russia have implemented direct
transactions between RMB and Ruble, which promotes the interconnection of
the financial market and provides more convenient capital flow for China-
Russian trade.

For the global governance system and global economic and trade
cooperation, the Strait of Malacca has always been an important channel for
global trade exchanges, but there are security risks and traffic bottlenecks in the
Strait of Malacca. The "Polar Silk Road" jointly opened by China and Russia
will provide a new trade route for China and Russia and solve the problem of the
Strait of Malacca, and the significance of economic and trade exchanges
between China and Russia and even the world can not be underestimated.[9]

The significance of the "Polar Silk Road" jointly opened by China and Russia
is not only to solve the problem of the Strait of Malacca, but also to promote the
development of China's trade, promote the deepening of China-Russian
economic cooperation and bilateral relations.[10] The "Polar Silk Road" has also
had an important impact on global governance and the construction of the world
order, which has not only brought economic benefits, but also brought more
cooperation opportunities and people-to-people exchanges between China and
Russia, and promoted the harmonious development of the world. The economic
and trade cooperation between China and Russia will provide a more stable,
prosperous and harmonious development prospect for the world.

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HISTORICAL MEMORY AND THE NARRATIVE OF TRAUMA IN

Special
attention is given to the role of literature as a mediator in making sense of the
collective past and its significance for the cultural self-awareness of post-Soviet
society. The article also emphasizes the importance of further research into
20th-century Russian literature through the lens of trauma and memory.
